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The new face of Men’s Ministry  
 
It is widely known that within the UK, the 

ratio of men to women in the church is 

35% to 65%.   Whatever the causes of this 

(and there are many varying opinions!), 

one thing is undeniable – reaching men for 

Christ has now become one of the most 

important and complex mission challenges 

in recent times.  Yet, it has further been 

identified, that even where men have been 

reached, they have not remained in Christ 

due to lack of discipleship.  It is this need, 

both to reach unchurched men and  

disciple Christian men, that has given birth to 

Lifebuilders in the UK.  The vision is “to build 

better men with a Christ-like identity and 

foster a ‘can do’ approach to life”. 

 

At a district level we are engaging with this 

agenda by focusing on key roles and 

relationships of men.  Hence, we aim to help 

single adult men and husbands to aim for 

excellence in their lifestyles and relationships
